Tadworth Primary School ‘Special School Fund’
Our recent Ofsted inspection said that Tadworth Primary School is a ‘good and inclusive school… focused on getting the best from every child’ with ‘a rich curriculum’. They also said that ‘children benefit from being in an outstandingly caring environment’, that ‘pupils develop wide ranging skills and enjoy learning’ and that ‘the most able children do well and reach high levels’. We are pleased with this, but we still have areas we want to improve. Although our children already benefit from excellent teaching and generous adult support we are keen to further enhance the facilities and breadth of the curriculum and offer more in the way of practical learning experiences and an improved learning environment. We won’t be satisfied until every child is achieving success and making excellent progress. We need the support of parents to achieve this.
In common with all primary schools, once essentials such as staffing, training and buildings maintenance have been paid for from our budget, very little money remains to provide funds for improvements. Since budgets are limited, it is necessary for all schools to raise additional money and many of our learning resources have been funded by generous donations to the Special School Fund (SSF). 
The fund is administered by our school bursar and members of the Governing Body to ensure that the names of contributing families and the amounts donated are kept confidential.
The School is a registered charity and this enables us to gain additional income through tax concessions known as ‘gift aid’. Therefore if you are a taxpayer we can claim a further 28 pence from the Inland Revenue for every £1 you donate. A donation of just £2 per month per child would, including gift aid, provide us with an additional income of over £12,000, making a huge difference to every child in the school.
Most families that donate to the fund do so by monthly standing order but one off payments, however large or small, are most welcome. If you are able to support us we enclose a standing order mandate for your completion together with a gift aid declaration. 
We appreciate that every family is affected in some way by the current economic climate and that not all families are fortunate enough to be able to contribute.
